Agreement is hereby approved.

The Settlement Implementation Committee shall comply with its annual reporting

The Parties are granted leave to apply to this Court for any further directions or any orders
in respect of the implementation of the Final Settlement Agreement, in accordance with

the ongoing supervisory role of the Court.

The summary report of Eckler Inc.’s recommendation to the Court regarding the initial
investment of the Settlement Funds dated October 13, 2023 [Initial Investment Plan] is
hereby designated as confidential, shall be treated as confidential by the Registry and shall

not be available to anyone other than the parties and appropriate Court personnel.
